The Houston Texans return home this Sunday to host the 5an Francisco
49ers at NRG Stadium, with kickoff set for noon CT. The matchup marks
Head Coach DeMeco Ryans'’ first meeting against his farmer team since
taking over as head coach of the Texans. The Texans will be looking to win
their first game against the 49ers since 2009.

Sunday’s game will be aired nationally on FOX Sparts with Kevin Kugler
(play-by-play) and Daryl Johnston (color analyst) on the call, with Allison
Williams reporting from the sideline.

In Week 7, the Houston Texans fell to the Seattle Seahawks, 2/-19, while
the San Francisco 49ers earned a 20-10 victory over the Atlanta Falcons.
Houston's defense continued to be disruptive, farcing four turnavers in
a game for the fourth time over the past two seasons—the most in the
NFL during that span. The Texans also recorded their fourth defensive
touchdown in that period, tied for the fourth-most in the league.

Offensively, RB Woody Marks recorded his second career receiving
touchdown, becoming the third rookie running back this season with
multiple receiving scores (joining RJ Harvey and Ashton Jeanty). TE
Dalton Schultz hauled in nine receptions for a season-high 98 yards,
the third-most by a tight end in Week 7 and the seventh-most in a game
by any tight end this season. WR Jaylin Noel posted career highs in
receptions (four) and receiving yards (77) while adding the longest catch
of his career (29 yards).

Defensively, DE Will Anderson Jr. registered five tackles (three solo), 1.0
sack, one tackle for loss, one forced fumble and a fumble recovery in
the end zone for a touchdown, the first of his career. CB Derek Stingley
Jr. notched his 13th career interception, tying CB Dunta Robinson for
the third-most in franchise history. 5 Calen Bullock recarded his sixth
career interception, the most ever by a Texans safety thruugh their first
two seasons.

On April 23, 2024, the Houston Texans revealed four new, fan-inspired uniforms for the first time since the team'’s inception in
2000. The four new uniforms - home, away, alternate and Color Rush - are a direct result of Texans Chair and CEO Cal McNair’s
charge to fearlessly evolve. Through more than 10,000 surveys and 30 focus groups, the uniforms are H-Town Made.

“Today, for the first time since 2000, we are so proud to reveal our new uniforms. They are even more special because they are
inspired by and for our fans,” MeNair said. “Our fans asked us to be more H-Town and we delivered. They were with us every
step of the way and there’s truly something for everyone over the four uniforms.”

The home uniform is classic, featuring the updated Deep Steel Blue color that matches the original Deep Steel Blue unveiled
in 2000, along with a H-Town call out on the inside collar. The home helmet is Deep Steel Blue with blue-on-blue metallic flake
paint. It includes the traditional bull logo on the sides with the new H secondary logo on the back. The away, Liberty White
uniform is traditional with a modern edge, featuring the traditional sleeve stripe on the back and sides of the jersey that
transforms into a bullhorn-inspired design from the front.

The alternate uniform is the bold Battle Red version of the away jersey. The alternate helmet is Battle Red with candy paint
red flakes, a red metallic chrome facemask, new bullhorn-inspired helmet logo application and the Texans bullhead logo on
the back. The Color Rush city-inspired uniform introduces H-Town Blue as the first new color introduced to the Texans brand in
team histary. The Texans are also the first team in NFL history to introduce a new logo on an alternate helmet and a two-logo
system across all helmets.
